1. Resolving the IT personnel problem 

· Developer team has lost two personnel and no one will be able to start until new developers are hired.

· Possibility of integrating resources of other EDIT partners to compensate for further loss of NHM resources. 

· Contact for WP5.3.1 HNHM (Angela Matuszka – Head of HNHM Library) identified.
2. Biodiversity Heritage Library (BHL)
· BHL considering a single “register of intent” for the whole user community (including taxonomists).
· BHL meeting at the Smithsonian Institution in June 2006 revolved around a workshop where Dave Remsen showed his new program that can extract taxonomic names from “dirty” OCR’s

3. IDs and References

· WP5.3 plan to integrate activities with BHL in order not to overlap efforts for a biblio standard etc. All BHL activities will be assessed in context to EDIT priorities and deliverables.

· BHL will a system of globally unique identifiers for titles (articles, monographs, grey literature items, field books) will be used including Digital Object Identifiers (DOIs) as well as Life Science Identification Identifiers (LSID’s)

· Presently BHL and NHM are scanning manuscripts etc. and have not considered XML marking of single pages that can be referred to as well as referenced – focus on complete works only with the potential to include single pages.
· WP5.3 team acknowledged the importance of marking single pages for taxonomic names for example and will incorporate it into their own register or intent.
· DOIs (currently limited to certain publishers like Blackwell’s) working within an open OCR system will be used as access protocols to retrieve information (e.g. using XML encoding).
4. Web Portal for Taxonomists

· Once XML mark-ups are successful in the WP6 project (in order to establish a taxonomic database) are WP5.3 ready to tackle the issue of setting up a web interface (largely dependent of WP6 efforts). 
· WP5.3 team realise that the cybertaxonomic platform will require redesigning existing fields (e.g. non-taxonomic information is not needed although reference links can be made) –such fields are far more effective under OCR open system.
· All specifications however, are dependent of WP6 efforts as well as results from modelling (Kew) of the taxonomic work process.
5. Comparing and Incorporating Referencing Systems

· Existing NHM library standards current do not support retrieval of individual pages, but will be noted within a NHM Register of Intent for future development (once IT developers are hired).
6. Summary of Important points
The WP5.3 team agree that:

· GUIDS are essential 
· Use of nomenclators for data access is highly advisable and can be possible within the framework of WP5 (refinement will develop over time – from article DOI to page inclusive DOI).
· The system must be aimed at taxonomists only.

7. Data access
· An issue is JSTOR and the ability for institutions to get partial open access to copyrighted material (e.g. pages with new species descriptions). Although EDIT could aim to link up species pages with original publication, since many institutions are contributors and/or subscribers to JSTOR, previous efforts (e.g. Google.com) have misled and infringed copyright by publishing published pages online without authorization.
· Agreement is need for commercial products like JSTOR and Google to expose their OCRs for public access.

8. Future Bibliographic tool assessment task for WP5.3
· Currently there are various bibliographic tools that can be integrated into EDIT (WP5) in order to link up citation databases (e.g. www.connotea.org, REFSHARE etc.) to the Cybertaxonomic platform. BHL will be linking directly to Connotea.
9. Deliverables

· D5.3.1.2 Statement of Requirements – ME to start in Berlin.

· M5.3.2 Software decision to be taken – NT considers this to be too soon. The date should be moved to a future date within the next 18 month period.
